City of Crosby, Texas Adopted by Pray Rowlett Area Churches 

In an effort to provide targeted hurricane relief, some of the Pray Rowlett 

group of churches has adopted the Crosby, Texas. If you remember, Crosby is 

where the chemical plant exploded after the city was flooded by Hurricane 

Harvey.   

Because residents of Rowlett, as well as surrounding cities, have been so 

generous, we gathered an extremely large amount of goods for this 

community and delivered several trailers of items last week.  Pastor Brian Hiatt 

or Cornerstone Church and Pastor Kason Huddleston of Freedom Place 

Church are coordinating efforts to take supplies to Crosby every two weeks.  

Your help is needed again as they transition away from goods donations and 

now need building supply store gift cards (i.e. The Home Depot or Lowes) to 

assist residents as they begin to rebuild their homes. Cleaning supplies are also 

needed, so gift cards (Walmart) to purchase those would also be very much 

appreciated. Your gift card donations may be dropped off Monday-Friday, 

8am-5pm at Rowlett City Hall (4000 Main St.), at a Council meeting or Planning 

and Zoning meeting on Tuesday nights at City Hall or at the Rowlett 

Community Centre (5300 Main St.) in the evenings or weekends. Both 

Cornerstone Church (8200 Schrade Rd.) and Freedom Place Church (3809 

Main St.) will take your gift card donations, too!  

Pastors Hiatt and Huddleston would also appreciate hearing from anyone who 

owns a building materials supply company in our area and is interested in 

donating or offering a discount on supplies.  If you know of any company in the 

Crosby area that would be interested in helping out, please let them know that
