The National Council For Home Safety And Security 

has ranked Rowlett number 41 in their 100 Safest 

Cities in Texas - 2018! 

 

National Council of Home Safety and Security 

methodology: "To identify the safest cities in Texas, we reviewed the most recent 

FBI Uniform Crime Report statistics along with our own population data and 

internal research. We eliminated any cities that failed to submit a complete 

crime report to the FBI and removed cities with populations under 10,000. 

 

The remaining cities were ranked based on the number of reported violent 

crimes (aggravated assault, murder, rape, and robbery) and property crimes 

(burglary, arson, larceny-theft, and motor vehicle theft) per 1,000 people. These 

variables were then weighted, with violent crimes accounting for 1.5 of the total 

(due to their severity) than property crimes."

FINANCIAL SERVICES UPDATE 
 

Annual Audit Results – Following the close of each fiscal year, the City’s external independent 

auditors conduct an audit of the City’s financial records.  These records are presented in 

financial statements within a format known as the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report or 

“CAFR.”  The goal of the audit, conducted for the sixth year by the public accounting firm of 

Weaver and Tidwell and presented to Council each February, is to provide users of this report 

reasonable assurance in the form of an “opinion” that the information presented is reliable and 

that concerns with operations or management have not been noted.  We are pleased to 

report that the City has again attained an unmodified audit opinion (clean) with no material 

findings or audit recommendations for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2017.  An audit result of this caliber 

maintains the highest level of assurance to the citizens of Rowlett.  The CAFR may be reviewed at the City’s 

Library, the City Secretary’s office or it may be found on the City’s website.  Congratulations to the Finance 

Team!

9-1-1 celebrates the 50th anniversary of the very first 9-1-1 call which occurred on 
February 16, 1968 in Haleyville, Alabama.  Since then, a lot has changed. 
According to NENA (National Emergency Number Association), “…an estimated 
240 million calls are made to 9-1-1 in the U.S. every year.” Technology has also 
improved and 9-1-1 dispatchers are able to provide more reliable information to 
first responders.
